The Rules have been divided into two main sections of Governance and Match Related 
Rules.  This has resulted in a number of Rules being moved; 

Changes to make the wording of equivalent rules in SCOR and SCORY consistent, where 
possible;

Substantive changes to the Rules from matters arising during the 2017/18 season.    

The purpose of (i) and (ii) is to make SCOR and SCORY more user friendly and easier to 

follow, particularly for Leagues.
